After a coffee break from 12:00 to 12:30, Seminar Session 5 took place from 12:30 to 13:30, exploring
the role of technology in promoting active citizenship and innovative solutions for addressing
unemployment challenges. This session highlighted the importance of digital tools and platforms in
modern civic engagement.

From 13:30 to 14:30, a laboratory team workshop focused on leveraging technology for social impact.
This guided group activity emphasized understanding policy advocacy tools and techniques for
influencing legislative change to address unemployment issues.

Following a lunch break from 14:30 to 15:30, the seminar concluded with an evaluation of Day 2 and a
closing ceremony from 15:30 to 16:00. This session provided a final opportunity to reflect on the
seminar's outcomes, gather feedback, and celebrate the collaborative efforts of the participants.

Throughout the seminar, participants engaged in meaningful discussions, collaborative activities, and
cultural exchanges, fostering a comprehensive understanding of active citizenship's role in addressing
unemployment within the European Union context.
